Next Year’s Placement 
 

Beginning in mid May, the staff at Pocopson 
will begin the placement process for next year. This 
process is one of the most important functions we 
engage upon during the year. Last year’s process 
was extremely successful. We invite your input into 
this important decision making procedure. 
 
 Let me first describe the chronology of how 
the class lists are developed. Each grade level 
meets with Mr. Henderson, Mrs. Louick, myself and 
other specialists within the building to match up 
learning styles of teacher and student as well as 
student-to-student combinations. During this initial 
placement process parental input is considered. 
Following the initial separations, the special area 
teachers will review the make-up of each class to 
determine the impact during special area classes. A 
final review will be added this year. Teachers from 
previous grade levels will have the opportunity to 
examine the make-up of each class and make 
suggestions. The Special Education teacher, 
Instructional Support teacher and the Reading 
Specialist will be involved during each review. 
 
 Parents are welcome to provide input into 
this process. You can send an email or a letter to 
me. Please indicate the type of classroom 
environment you feel that your son or daughter 
would flourish in and/or characteristics traits of an 
ideal teacher match. Examples may include a need 
for structure, or the opposite, a need for flexibility. 
You may also include other students that your child 
should or should not be with and why.  Remember 

that this may limit some options. Please also keep 
in mind that we cannot accept any 
recommendations that request a specific teacher by 
name. At this point, we have not constructed a list 
of teachers who will remain at Pocopson or at a 
particular grade level. A name does not provide us 
with placement information in the case the teacher 
you requested is moved or on leave. I also consider 
it a divisive practice that is countered productive to 
an effective school climate.   If you are interested in 
having input, please send us your communication, 
by May 14, 2010. The placement process is an 
extremely important process.

It is the wonderful cooperation between the 
staff and the parents that makes Pocopson so 
wonderful.
